Robert Nelson, Transit Director and [. along with the director for the Palm Beach transit system, have had
a series of meetings with the manufacturer of the equipment utilized on Miami-Dade Transit (MDT)
buses. They are currently developing cost estimates involved with retrofitting our current lare boxes to be
compatible with the MDT “Easy Card™ system. Additionally, we have requested MDT to provide us with
costs associated with them hosting both BCT and Palm Tran as part of their network and a proposal for
just BCT. We are awaiting a response. BCT is also exploring opportunitics separatc from what may bc
proposed by MDT. This will allow us to compare costs and choose the onc in our overall best interest.

Subject: AMTRAK/Florida East Coast (FEC) Service Update

A project update will be provided to the SEFTC by the Treasure Coast Regional
Planning Council for the Amtrak/FEC Corridor project, which proposes to re-
establish passenger service, in the form of Amtrak, on the Florida East Coast rail
corridor from Jacksonville to West Palm Beach, with service continuing south on the
CSX into Miami. The project includes the construction of eight new passenger
stations (in St. Augustine, Daytona Beach, Titusville, Cocoa, Melbourne, Vero
Beach, Fort Pierce, and Stuart), the construction of a rail interconnection between the
CSX and FEC rail corridors in West Palm Beach, and the construction of rail and
other improvements at the Miami Intermodal Center.

Although the project was not funded under the first round of High Speed / Intercity
Passenger Rail funding earlier this year, FDOT has indicated it intends to resubmit
the project for the pending round of funds under this Federal stimulus program, with
applications due in July 2010. FDOT has received 135 resolutions and letters of
support for the project from local governments, MPO/TPO boards, regional planning
councils, agencies, and organizations as well as state-wide organizations such as the
MPOAC, Florida League of Cities, Florida Association of Counties, and Florida
Regional Councils Association.

SEFTC is completing the preparation of the Regional Long Range Transportation Plan
(RLRTP) with the assistance of the consultant firm, Kittelson and Associates. The contract
began on July I, 2008 through the Palm Beach MPO as the project manager with funding
supplied equally by each MPO for a two-year period. The total cost of the project was
$450,000.

The Regional Transportation Technical Advisory Committee has reviewed the proposal and
recommends to extend the contract for two years to provide additional support for the
regional planning process. The tasks to be undertaken include support for SEFTC and
RTTAC boards, hosting and maintenance of the SEFTC website, preparation of performance
measures for regional planning and processing of amendments to the RLRTP. The total cost
for the two-year extension is $300,000 to be funded equally by the three MPOs. The Palm
Beach MPO will continue to serve as the project manager.

Reallocation

South Florida Regional Transportation Authority (SFRTA) is requesting the SEFTC
approve the reallocation of TRIP funds from the Mangonia Park Tri-Rail Station
Parking and Circulation Improvements project to the SFRTA Rolling Stock project,
which was also previously approved by SEFTC, through an amendment to increase
funding to the SFRTA Rolling Stock project by $1,750,000.

The project was presented to the Southeast Florida Transportation Council (SEFTC)
on July 23, 2008 and approved Fiscal Year 2008-09 TRIP funds in the amount of
$1,750,000 to design and construct parking and circulation improvements at the
Mangonia Park Tri-Rail Station. The project was contingent upon SFRTA receiving
a dedication of land for Tri-Rail parking that was agreed to amongst the Town of
Mangonia, Don King Enterprises, SFRTA and the proposed developer/purchaser of
the site. This deal became victim to the economic downturn and inability to secure
bank financing.

On March 23, 2010, FDOT notified the SFRTA of their intent to terminate the
agreement and return the funds to SFTEC for allocation to other regional projects, see
attachment. FDOT’s recommendation was for SFRTA to work with SEFTC to have
these funds reallocated to another existing SFRTA TRIP project, such as the Rolling
Stock agreement.

A brief update on the Rolling Stock agreement and latest activities will be provided
by SFRTA staff.

Staff Recommendation: The SEFTC approve the reallocation of TRIP funds
from the Mangonia Park Tri Rail Station Parking Lot to the purchase of rolling
stock for provision of passenger services.

The Department entered into a TRIP agreement (contract number AP717) with the SFRTA for the
Mangonia Parking and Circulation Improvement project in FY 2008. This project was presented and
approved by the South East Florida Transportation Council (SEFTC) Board on July 23, 2008. Based on
our records this project has been stagnant for one year and eight months. After several discussions with
Dan Mazza and other SFRTA staff, it appears this project is no longer viable.

Our intent is to terminate this agreement. This letter is the 60 day notice of this action. These funds will
be returned to SEFTC for allocation to other regional projects on their priority list. Our recommendation
is for SFRTA to work with SEFTC to have these funds allocated to another existing SFRTA TRIP
project, like the Rolling Stock agreement (AOU80) or other appropriate SFRTA projects.

The Sustainable Communities Initiative (SCI) was created to improve regional
planning efforts that integrate housing and transportation, but also to provide
State, regional, and local governments with the ability to incorporate livability,
sustainability, and social equity issues into land-use and zoning. As such, in
coordination with the US Department of Transportation and the Environmental
Protection Agency, HUD’s Office of Sustainable Housing and Communities will
make an investment of $98 million nationwide, to create strong, sustainable
communities by connecting housing to jobs, fostering local innovation, and
helping to build a clean energy economy.

The South Florida Regional Planning Council and the Treasure Coast Regional
Planning Council, will implement a multi-jurisdictional regional planning
initiative that will integrate housing, economic development, and transportation
decision-making in a manner that empowers jurisdictions to consider the
interdependent challenges of economic growth, social equity, and environmental
impact simultaneously. The project’s goal is to create a regional vision and plan,
embodied in a Regional Planning document, and implement elements of the
Regional Plan on behalf of the Southeast Florida Region. The regional focus of
the project will include, but not be limited to population growth, economic
development, transportation improvements, new housing, infrastructure
development, and improvements in the quality of life for residents of the region.




The Miami-Dade, Broward, and Palm Beach County MPOs are participating in a
regional partnership through the South Florida Regional Planning Council and the
Treasure Coast Regional Planning Council to plan, design, and implement a
multi-jurisdictional regional plan for sustainable development. The Memorandum
of Understanding (MOU) to be executed by the three MPOs and other regional
stakeholders will form the collaborative regional partnership.
